The guidance focuses on the key principles essential
for holistic and meaningful learning for all learners.
Fundamental to this are three ‘enablers’:

* enabling adults
® engaging experiences
o effective environments

When designing a curriculum, practitioner’s knowledge
and understanding of child development is essential.
The focus of teaching and learning should include the
traditional areas of child development, expressed as
five developmental pathways:

e Belonging

e Exploration

e Communication

e Well-being
